City of Lakeville Update — Adam Kienberger

Club House Child Care Preschool will be opening in September in the former City Liquor Store

on Cedar Avenue. The center has another location in Rosemount where they have been in
business for three years.

Construction has begun on a 4,359 square foot Lakeville Orthodontics building on Orchard Tralil
near the Super Target. Presently leasing space 8hSt8&et, they plan to be in the new facility
sometime before December.

The City recently received grant funding for a number of “wayfinding” signs to be installed in
Downtown. Wayfinding refers to signage to help guide pedestrians and vehicular traffic toward
specific parking destinations. Included will be bike racks and a kiosk in Pioneer Park Plaza
wherein the City and the DLBA can post notices on upcoming events and other pertinent
information to Downtown. The funding is provided through an Active Living grant administered
by the Dakota County Public Health Department as part of SHIP (Statewide Health Improvement
Program).

The new Malt-O-Meal Technical Center located at 20802 Kensington Boulevard was the
spotlighted business at the JuffeCity Council meeting. This recognition highlights a local
business and informs the Council and residents about their business and its contributions to the
community.

ISD 194 Update — Submitted by Roz Peterson, read by Jane Hotzler.
MATH — Every grade level posted gains in performance with the biggest gaifisiml &'
grade. 74.7 % earned a GRAD-passing score (up 1.8%) compared to the state average of 58%.

READING — Overall proficiency increased with the average grade levels posting gains of 2-5%
over last year. 89.8% earned a GRAD-passing score, similar to last year compared to the state
average of 78%.

At the July 18 meeting, the Board will vote on levy questions that were reported at the last
meeting.
1. Renew existing levy — zero additional tax impact, reduces $22.2 million biennium
deficit to $15.4 million.
2. $524 per pupil unit - $299 tax impact on a $250K home; school district cuts $3
million for biennium.
3. Technology one time infusion to help replace 1,800 computers over 7 years old - $39
on a $250K home for one year.

News from Downtown Businesses

Stephanie Hotzler announced that The Loop Restaurant is a strong viable candidate for the former
Ace Hardware space; however, a lease has not yet been signed. Plans are being finalized and put
out to bid and hopefully we will see some activity at the location in the next month or so. This
would be the second Loop Restaurant as the developers have one on Washington Avenue as well
as the 508 restaurant in downtown Minneapolis. The facility is deemed to be an upscale trendy
type Champps.

Stephanie also stated that they would like to get some tenants in to the former CAC/ 360
Communities space.

Tray Hummelgard reported that the Wednesday Farmers’ Market is going extremely well for
Mainstreet Coffee Café with them being extremely busy from 11:00 a.m. to 2:30 in the afternoon.

Judy T. stated that the DLBA is most appreciative to the city for placing the two pedestrian signs
at the crosswalk on Holyoke that has received a lot of positive comments.

Judy announced (since Stephanie hadn’t) that Stephanie is engaged and the wedding will take
place in September of 2011. Metro Equity better get all of their spaces leased out as they will
have two weddings several months apart with daughter Jaci's scheduled for June!
