City of Lakeville Update –  Adam Kienberger
Decisions Resources recently completed conducting two separate surveys; one for Lakeville 
residents and a second for businesses.  Preliminary results were presented to the City Council at 
their work session on June 28.  A final report will be presented to the Council on August 16.

Pizza Ranch will be occupying 6,400 square feet in the multi-tenant building owned by 
HOM.  They will be located in the space adjacent to Hirshfields.

Residential building permits are up for 2010 – 87 to date versus 64 to date in 2009.

ISD 194 Update – Roz Peterson
